Go to www.paschoolchoice.org
Click on “Contact your legislators” on the left side navigation
Under “Active Issues” click on “Don’t Cut EITC Funding - Parent”
At the bottom of the next page, click “Take Action”
Complete the user profile - providing your home address will identify  
your state senator and representative
Now you will be able to choose email, fax, or letter then personalize  
what you would like to say
After you personalize and sign your name, click “Send Message”
This will automatically send your message to your state senator  
and/or representative
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
