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The Diocese of Allentown is committed to the concept that all

The Aquinas Learning Support Program is for students with
diagnosed learning disabilities at the elementary and secondary
levels. Its emphasis is on learning strategies to help children foster
independence. Students are challenged to learn self-acceptance,
self-discipline, cooperation skills, consistent work habits, and

become responsible members in the community.

Elementary students receive specialized instruction for half the
school day to address their learning disability. During this time,
they report to the resource room for instruction. The teacher-
to-student ratio is approximately 1:3. In the afternoon, they join
their peers in their own grade levels for core subjects and

specialties, thereby assuring integration.

The goal for Berks Catholic High School students is for them
to develop study skills that include attention/concentration,
organization, note taking, memorization, time management and

test taking,
