	 He served as a Parochial Vicar at St. Francis of Assisi Church, Allentown, as a Professor at  
his alma mater, Notre Dame High School, Easton and as the Catholic Chaplain at Lehigh University, 
Bethlehem. During his years at Notre Dame High School, he resided at St. Anthony of Padua Church, 
Easton, St. Bernard Church, Easton and Sacred Heart Church, Bath. He completed graduate studies  
at the Pontifical North American College, Rome and the Pontifical Lateran University, Rome where 
he received a Licentiate in Canon Law in 1992.
	 He was named Vice Chancellor and Secretary to Bishop Welsh in 1997 before being named 
Vicar General of the Diocese by The Most Reverend Edward P. Cullen, Third Bishop of Allentown, 
in 1998. As Vicar General, he oversaw the coordination of all administrative offices of the Diocese.
